» Successfully applied for and awarded a grant from the Perth and Kinross/Strathallan
Community Investment Fund to purchase an expedition and camping trailer (£6586.51).
This was delivered in November 2023, with secure storage for the trailer facilitated by
one of our Scouting families.

o Awarded £2043.11 from Strathearn and Strathallan Local Action Partnership to purchase
a comprehensive set of navigation and expedition safety equipment.

» Erected a small store in Kincladie Wood to support our regular programme of meetings
